D. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE, 
EFFECTIVE DATE OF COVERAGE 

1. Producers may immediately certify coverage for all 
eligible risks, subject to the following provisions: 

a. The producer and the applicant certify, on the 
application form, the date, month and year, and 
hour, A.M. or P.M., the application was written, and 

b. The producer forwards to the Facility, no later than 
the next working day by first-class mail, the appli-
cation and required deposit, and at the same time, 
the producer supplies the applicant with a copy of 
the certification, and 

c. The producer maintains records of all risks so 
certified and agrees to permit inspection or photo-
copying of such records by the Facility or a compa-
ny representative if coverage is in question due to 
an accident or claim. 

d. The producer should establish a tickler file to 
ensure the application was received by the compa-
ny and a policy issued. If notice is not received 
within 30 days, he or she should contact the 
Facility Office. 

e. In no event shall coverage be effective prior to the 
time and date shown on the application, but the 
producer can specify an effective date of coverage 
later than the application date. 

For the purposes of this section, the postmark date, 
which is to be recognized by the Facility, shall be the 
postmark of the United States Postal Service. A meter 
stamp, electronic stamp, or any other postal service or 
stamp shall not be considered a postmark of the United 
States Postal Service for the purpose of effecting 
coverage in accordance with this section. 

If the application is not mailed within one working day 
after it is completed and executed, the effective date of 
coverage shall be 12:01 A.M. on the day the application 
is received in the Facility Office. 

If the application is hand delivered to the Facility Office, 
the effective date of coverage shall be the time that the 
application was completed and executed, provided that 
the application is hand delivered to the Facility no later 
than one working day after it is completed and 
executed. If the application is not hand delivered within 
one working day after it is completed and executed, the 
effective date of coverage will be at 12:01 A.M. on the 
day following receipt of the application in the Facility 
Office. 
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If the effective date of coverage is not specified and 
certificate not issued by the producer, coverage will be 
effective at 12:01 A.M. on the day after placement 
notice is mailed from the Facility. Certificates are issued 
by the insurer at renewal, when an auto is replaced, or 
when an auto is added to the policy. 

Policies assigned to the all other carrier are effective 
the day after the date marked received by the Michigan 
Automobile Insurance Placement Facility (MAIPF) or 
the subsequent effective date indicated, unless 
immediate coverage requirements outlined in G.1 are 
met. 

2. Electronic Application and Rating System 

This system was developed to allow producers to 
complete applications electronically and to provide 
assistance with rating and application completion. Data 
transmitted to the Facility is held only as a pending 
transaction, and no submission is considered an 
application for coverage until a duly completed and 
signed paper application with required deposit premium 
is received in the Facility Office. 

a. All private passenger and commercial nonfleet 
applications must be completed using the Electron-
ic Application and Rating System and must be 
submitted with required documentation and deposit 
premiums under the rules for original applications 
outlined in section D.1 above. Coverage will be 
effective only when the electronic application is 
transmitted under the procedures established and 
authorized by the Facility and the completed 
application is delivered to the Facility Office. 

b. Access to the Electronic Application and Rating 
System shall not be construed as constituting the 
producer as an agent of the Facility or any compa-
ny to which an applicant is assigned. In all transac-
tions between the applicant and the Facility, the 
producer shall be deemed to be the agent of the 
applicant and not the agent of the Facility. 

c. Appropriate records of all risks must be maintained. 
The producer agrees to permit the inspection or 
photocopying of such office records by the Facility 
or by a company representative. 

d. If the Electronic Application and Rating System is 
not available due to the failure of transmission or 
receiving equipment, the producer of record must 
submit an original application form and required 
deposit premium in accordance with section D.1. 
The effective date of coverage will be determined 
in accordance with section D.1. 

e. Retraction Procedure 

Following assignment of a confirmation number 
and prior to the mailing of a completed signed 
application to the Facility, the producer of record 
must complete and mail a Retraction Request 
Form to the Facility if 

(1) the applicant has notified the producer of 
record that coverage through the Facility is no 
longer required, or 

(2) the producer of record has made an error in 
the information provided, or 

(3) the producer of record has, in error, requested 
more than one confirmation number for the 
same application. 

The producer of record shall complete the Retrac-
tion Request Form and forward it to the Facility no 
later than one working day after the date the 
application is voided. If the Retraction Request 
Form is not submitted in this time period, the 
producer to whom the confirmation number is 
assigned will receive a violation in accordance with 
the procedure in the Facility Plan of Operation. 

f. The Facility shall maintain a record of producer 
infractions in accordance with the procedure in the 
Facility Plan of Operation. Violations of procedures 
outlined in this subsection may result in referral to 
the Board of Governors or its designee for limita-
tion, suspension, or termination of access to the 
private passenger and/or commercial Electronic 
Application and Rating System. 

3. For Autos Added Midterm 

a. The producer and the insured certify on the 
certification form, MAIPF-01, that an auto policy is 
currently in effect, the date (day, month, and year), 
and time (hour, A.M. or P.M.) that the Policy 
Change Request form requesting coverage was 
written, and 

b. The producer forwards to the company, no later 
than the next working day, his or her copy of the 
certification form accompanied by the policy 
change request, and at the same time, the produc-
er supplies the applicant with a copy of the certifi-
cation, and 

c. The producer maintains records of all risks so 
certified and agrees to permit inspection or photo-
copying of such records by the Facility or a compa-
ny representative if coverage is in question due to 
an accident or claim. 

d. The producer should establish a tickler file to 
ensure the change request was received by the 
company and processed. If notice is not received in 
30 days, the producer should contact the servicing 
carrier. 

e. In no event shall coverage be effective prior to the 
time and date shown on the certification form, but 
the producer of record can specify an effective date 
of coverage later than the certification date. 

4. Prepaid Noncancellable Policies Issued to Comply 
with the Registration Requirements of Section 227a 
of the Michigan Vehicle Code 
For new applications, producers must submit all of the 
following: 

a. A completed application; 

b. All required supporting documentation; and 

c. 100% of the prepaid policy premium made payable 
to the Michigan Automobile Insurance Placement 
Facility (MAIPF). 

For policy changes requiring additional premium, 
producers must submit all of the following: 

a. A completed change request; 

b. All required supporting documentation; and 
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c. 100% of the additional premium, in the form of a 
cashier’s check or money order payable to the 
servicing carrier. 

Producers may not bind coverage or issue certificates 
of insurance to these applicants. Certificates are 
provided by the servicing carrier. Coverage is effective 
when the servicing carrier verifies that all application or 
endorsement requirements have been met. 

E. MICHIGAN FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY 
FILING FORMS AND PROCEDURES 

Such filings are issued by the insurer in all cases. The 
reason for filing and the case number must accompany all 
requests for such filings. Unless the filing is cancelled 
midterm, the company is not required to issue a notice of 
termination of the filing. To cancel, the company must 
provide 10 days’ notice of cancellation, beginning when the 
notice is received in the Michigan Secretary of State’s office. 

Michigan does not subscribe to the Uniform Financial 
Responsibility Forms Program. Filings are made through the 
use of three forms, FR-20, FR-20A, and FR-14. Companies 
can order forms only from the state. Order forms from, and

Form FR-20 (Owner’s Policy Certificate) provides evidence 
of insurance on a given auto(s). It can be used to certify the 
owner of the auto(s) or any person who will operate the 
auto(s). In the latter situation, the person who is required to 
file is named on the back of the form. He or she will be 
authorized to operate only the auto(s) described on the front 
of the form. This procedure provides evidence of insurance 
for a relative in the household or an employee of the owner. 

If a change of auto, prepare a new FR-20 form. Show 
“Revised Effective______________________;” at the top of 
the form. Describe both the new auto and the one being 
replaced in the auto identification box. 

Form FR-20A (Operator’s Policy Certificate) certifies that the 
person named is insured to operate any auto not registered 
in his or her name. It may be issued only when drive other 
car coverage is afforded. 

Form FR-14 is used to cancel FR-20 or FR-20A filings. 

The forms provide three copies. The company keeps one, 
forward the other two to the state. The state returns an 
acknowledgment copy to the company. 

F. APPLICANTS RIGHT TO REQUEST OR 
REJECT PRIVATE PASSENGER 
ASSIGNMENT 

Any qualified applicant for private passenger nonfleet 
insurance has the right to request assignment, reject 
assignment, or request reassignment, to any designated 
participating member. 

THE RIGHT TO SELECTION OF THE SERVICING 
CARRIER APPLIES ONLY TO THE APPLICANT OR 
INSURED—NOT TO THE PRODUCER. 

New Application 

The applicant may select a servicing carrier by writing in the 
company name. If “No Preference” is checked, or no 
indication of a preferred company, the assignment will be 
made to the next carrier in line for assignment. 

Assignment will be made in accordance with the applicant’s 
preference whenever possible, subject to any limitations 
established to conform with contractual arrangements made 
by the Facility with its servicing carriers. 

Reassignment 

In the event the insured rejects the assignment and requests 
reassignment, the producer is to 

1. complete a new application and indicate in the selection 
of servicing carrier area the applicant’s preferred 
servicing carrier and the name of the rejected carrier; 

2. complete a cancellation request; 

3. submit the new application to the Facility Office with the 
necessary premium deposit; 

4. submit the cancellation request to the rejected carrier. 

The Facility will make assignment to the requested carrier 
whenever possible. In the event either of the requested 
carriers cannot be assigned, the Facility will assign to the 
carrier next in line for assignment, except that the 
assignment will not be made to the rejected carrier. 

Rejected Carrier 

Will cancel on a pro rata basis effective on the specified 
date. 

Servicing Carrier 

If the applicant contacts the servicing carrier requesting 
reassignment, the servicing carrier is to notify the insured in 
writing to contact his or her producer to complete the 
necessary forms in accordance with reassignment section 
above. The producer is to receive a copy of this notification 
to insured. 

G. PREMIUM PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS 
To qualify for the deferred payment plan, applicants shall 
include sufficient advance payment at least equal to the pro 
rata earned premium at all times. 

Each servicing carrier is obliged to conform to this 
requirement by using its own internal processing practices 
consistent with Facility requirements and the Michigan 
Insurance Code. 

To avoid problems for their client, producers should 
endeavor to conform carefully to premium deposit 
requirements of the MAIPF Manual. 

1. Initial Premium Deposit 
For risks requiring state or federal filings having 
provisions that amend the cancellation provisions of the 
policy, initial premium deposits shall be cashier’s 
checks, money orders, or bank checks payable to the 
Michigan Automobile Insurance Placement Facility 
(MAIPF). 

For risks requiring prepaid noncancellable policies to 
comply with the registration requirements of Section 
227a of the Michigan Vehicle Code, advance payment 
of 100 percent of the full policy premium shall be made 
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by cashier’s check or money order, payable to the 
Michigan Automobile Insurance Placement Facility 
(MAIPF). 

For any other risk, the initial premium deposit shall be 
checks or money orders payable to the Michigan 
Automobile Insurance Placement Facility (MAIPF). The 
Facility accepts checks issued by premium finance 
companies as long as the premium finance agreement, 
which has been signed by the applicant, is included with 
the application. 

The Facility requires one check or one money order for 
each application. 

If an insured’s previous Private Passenger JUA policy 
was cancelled midterm for nonpayment of premium, 
and it has an unpaid, uncontested balance, that insured 
will be subject to advance payment of 100% of the 
premium deposit for any subsequently issued new or 
renewal policies until any outstanding, undisputed 
premium obligation to the servicing carrier has been 
settled. After that settlement has been made, the 
standard down payment rules will apply. 

“Previous” is defined as within the immediately 
preceding two-year period. 

If there is any unpaid, uncontested previous balance, 
the applicant will be given proper notice, which will 
provide the opportunity to pay 100% of the premium if 
the proper amount was not submitted with the 
application. 

a. Private Passenger Nonfleet 

$100 or 40% of the estimated premium, whichever 
is greater, for each private passenger auto 

b. Corporations, Partnerships, and Unincorporated 
Associations 

Nonfleet (four autos or less) private passenger type 
autos owned by a corporation, partnership, or 
unincorporated association and not used as a 
public or livery conveyance or rented to others 
without a driver or used for delivery. 

$100 or 25% of the estimated premium, whichever 
is greater, for each auto 

c. All Other 

(1) For risks submitted using the electronic appli-
cation and rating system, submit 25% of the 
estimated annual premium. 

(2) For paper applications rated through the 
MAIPF Quick Quote rating system, submit 
25% of the estimated annual premium along 
with the printed worksheet. 

(3) For all other risks, submit 25% of the esti-
mated annual premium or the dollar amount 
shown below, whichever is greater, for each 
auto or location: 

(a) *$250 for nonowners coverage ($550 if 
there is an intensified exposure) 

(b) *$400 for church or school buses ($600 
with physical damage included); $600 for 
all other public autos, i.e., private and 
public liveries ($800 with physical damage 
included) 

(c) *$500 for all other autos ($800 with physi-
cal damage included) 

(d) *$1,150 for long-haul truckers ($2,600 
with physical damage included) 

(e) *$3,300 for all other buses ($3,700 with 
physical damage included) 

(f) *$2,100 for each taxicab ($2,750 with 
physical damage included) 

(g) *$1,100 for each limousine ($1,350 with 
physical damage included) 

(h) *$150 per trailer for bodily injury and 
property damage liability 

(i) *$600 per trailer for physical damage 

(j) *$450 per registration plate 

* For immediate coverage of these risks, 
double the amount of the premium deposit 
shown and submit a money order, cash-
ier’s check, or bank check for the deposit. 
This also includes checks issued by pre-
mium finance companies as long as the 
premium finance agreement, which has 
been signed by the applicant, is included 
with the application. 

If an insured’s previous Commercial JUA policy was 
cancelled midterm for nonpayment of premium, and it 
has an unpaid balance that has not been disputed, that 
insured will be subject to a down payment of 50% of the 
estimated premium for any subsequently issued new or 
renewal policies until the unpaid balance that has not 
been disputed has been paid to the servicing carrier. 
The balance of the policy premium, after application of 
the 50% down payment, will be billed in installments of 
25% due at 30 and 60 days from inception date. No 
other deferred payment plans will apply. After the 
unpaid balance that has not been disputed is paid to the 
servicing carrier, the standard down payment rules and 
deferred payment plans will apply. “Previous” is defined 
as within the immediately preceding two-year period. 

If there is any unpaid balance that has not been 
disputed on a previous policy, the applicant will be 
given written notice, which will provide 10 days to pay 
50% of the estimated premium if the proper amount 
was not submitted with the application. 

If the effective date is other than immediate, the 
application must also be accompanied by a cashier’s 
check, money order, or bank check, unless it is 
received in the Facility Office before the effective date 
requested. 

If an application is ineligible for assignment, the initial 
premium deposit shall be returned. 

Policies assigned to the all other carrier are effective 
the day after the date marked received by the Michigan 
Automobile Insurance Placement Facility (MAIPF) or 
the subsequent effective date indicated, unless 
requirements for immediate coverage are met. 
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2. Midterm Deposit 

The addition of autos or coverage to an in-force 
commercial policy must be accompanied by a deposit 
premium equal to the initial deposit premium as 
indicated in paragraph 1 above. 

The addition of autos or physical damage coverage to 
an in-force private passenger policy must be 
accompanied by a deposit premium equal to the initial 
deposit premium as indicated in paragraph 1 above. 

For insureds who are financing the premium for 
additional autos, a properly completed and signed 
finance agreement, along with the required premium 
deposit, must accompany the Policy Change Request 
form. 

For policies whose expiration date is 60 days or less 
from the effective date of the additional auto or 
coverage request, such change in autos or coverages 
must be accompanied by 100% of the premium for the 
remainder of the policy period. 

3. Renewal Deposit Commercial 

The renewal deposit must be received on or before the 
due date in order for the policy to be renewed. If the 
insured wishes to premium finance the renewal policy 
premium, a copy of the signed premium finance 
agreement must accompany the renewal deposit. 

H. DEFERRED PAYMENT PLAN 
Risks requiring noncancellable, 100% prepaid policies to 
comply with the registration requirements of Section 227a of 
the Michigan Vehicle Code are not subject to the deferred 
payment plan. For all other risks: 

1. Private Passenger 

a. Insureds may choose to pay their insurance 
premium on installments. After payment of the 
premium deposit, the balance of premium may be 
paid in three equal payments. The first payment is 
due 60 days from the effective date of the policy or 
renewal. The second is due 90 days from the 
effective date of the policy or renewal. The third 
payment is due 120 days from the effective date of 
the policy or renewal. There will be a $6 service 
charge on each private passenger deferred pay-
ment.  

(1) Once the deferred payment plan is selected, 
the installment charges are not returnable in 
whole or in part if the policy is cancelled for 
any reason or if the insured chooses to pay all 
remaining installments at one time. 

(2) All payments are due in the offices of the 
servicing carrier on or before the date indi-
cated in the payment notices. Late payments 
will lead to cancellation of the insurance cov-
erage. 

(3) Midterm policy premium adjustments will be 
incorporated into any remaining installments or 
billed directly as a separate item by the servic-
ing carrier. 

(4) Premium refunds are made by the servicing 
carrier under all circumstances. 

b. New Applicants 

After the applicant has been placed with a compa-
ny, the company will rate the policy and bill direct. If 
the initial premium deposit is equal to at least $100 
per auto or 40% of the premium, whichever is 
greater, the applicant will be offered the payment 
options as described above. 

Forty-five days after coverage is in effect, insureds 
shall be advised that they may pay the remaining 
full premium balance or three equal installments. 
The full payment or first installment is due 60 days 
from the effective date of coverage, and the re-
maining two installments are due 90 and 120 days 
from the effective date of coverage. 

c. Renewals 

Not less than 30 days prior to expiration of the 
existing policy, the servicing carrier must notify the 
insured that the premium for the renewal policy 
must be paid prior to expiration of the existing 
policy. If the insured chooses the deferred payment 
plan, 40% of the premium is due on or before the 
policy renewal date with three installments of 20% 
due 60, 90, and 120 days from the effective date of 
the policy. 

2. Commercial 

a. Insureds may choose to pay their insurance 
premium on installments. After payment of the 
premium deposit, the balance of premium must be 
paid in three equal payments. The first payment is 
due 60 days from the effective date of the policy or 
renewal. The second is due 120 days from the 
effective date of the policy or renewal. The third 
payment is due 180 days from the effective date of 
the policy or renewal. There will be a $5 service 
charge on each deferred payment. 

(1) Once the deferred payment plan is selected, 
the installment charges are not returnable in 
whole or in part if the policy is cancelled for 
any reason or if the insured chooses to pay all 
remaining installments at one time. 

(2) All payments are due in the offices of the 
servicing carrier on or before the date indi-
cated in the payment notices. Late payments 
will lead to cancellation of the insurance cov-
erage. 

(3) Midterm policy premium adjustments will be 
incorporated into any remaining installments or 
billed directly as a separate item by the servic-
ing carrier. 

(4) Premium refunds are made by the servicing 
carrier under all circumstances. 

b. New Applicants 

After the applicant has been placed with a compa-
ny, the company will rate the policy and bill direct. If 
the initial premium deposit is equal to at least $100 
per auto or 25% of the annual premium, whichever 
is greater, the applicant will be offered the payment 
options as described above. 

Forty-five days after coverage is in effect, insureds 
shall be advised that they may pay the remaining 
full premium balance, or three equal installments, 
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due every 60 days, with the first installment or full 
payment due 60 days from the effective date of 
coverage. 

c. Renewals 

Not less than 30 days prior to expiration of the 
existing policy, the servicing carrier must notify the 
insured that the annual premium for the renewal 
policy must be paid prior to expiration of the exist-
ing policy. If the insured chooses the deferred 
payment plan, 25% of the annual premium is due 
on or before the policy renewal date with three 
equal installments of 25% due 60 days, 120 days, 
and 180 days from the effective date of the policy. 

d. Insureds whose estimated annual premium is 
$15,000 or more, may choose the deferred pay-
ment plan described below: 

Ten Payment Plan 

After payment of the premium deposit of 25%, the 
balance must be paid in nine equal installments. 
The first payment is due 30 days from the effective 
date of the policy or renewal. Each subsequent 
payment is due every 30 days. Final payment is 
due 270 days after the effective date of the policy 
or renewal. 

There will be a $5 service charge on each deferred 
payment for the deferred payment plan. 

(1) Once the deferred payment plan is selected, 
the installment charges are not returnable in 
whole or in part. 

(2) All payments are due in the offices of the 
servicing carrier on or before the date indi-
cated in the payment notice. 

(3) Midterm policy adjustments, less than one 
monthly installment, will be adjusted in full on 
the next billing installment by the servicing car-
rier. Midterm policy adjustments, greater than 
one monthly installment, will be adjusted over 
the remaining installments by the servicing 
carrier. 

(4) Premium refunds are made by the servicing 
carrier under all circumstances. 

New Applicants. After the applicant has been placed 
with the company, the company will rate the policy and 
bill direct. 

If the initial premium is $15,000 or more, applicant will 
be offered the deferred payment plan described above. 

Renewal. Not less than 30 days prior to expiration, the 
servicing carrier must notify the insured that the annual 
premium for the renewal policy must be paid prior to the 
expiration of the existing policy. If the insured chooses 
the deferred payment plan described above, 25% of the 
annual premium is due on or before the policy renewal 
date. 

The servicing carrier must receive the payments on 
policies on the deferred payment plan not later than 15 
days after the billing period. 

If an insured’s previous JUA policy was cancelled 
midterm for nonpayment of premium, and it has an 
unpaid balance that has not been disputed, that insured 
will only be eligible for the following deferred payment 

plan on any subsequently issued new or renewal 
policies until any unpaid balance that has not been 
disputed is paid to the servicing carrier; 50% of the total 
estimated premium down with installments of 25% due 
at 30 and 60 days from inception date. No other 
deferred payment plans are available. After the unpaid 
balance that has not been disputed has been paid, the 
standard deferred payment plans will apply. 

“Previous” is defined as within the immediately 
preceding two-year period. 

I. PHYSICAL DAMAGE REQUIREMENTS 
1. All private passenger autos must be visually inspected 

by the producer of record or designated licensed agent 
whenever comprehensive or collision coverage is 
requested. A Vehicle Inspection form is required to be 
submitted for all new business, additional and/or 
replacement auto(s), and/or the addition of comprehen-
sive or collision coverage. If a completed Vehicle 
Inspection form is not submitted with the application or 
Policy Change Request form, the servicing carrier will 
issue the policy or endorsement without comprehensive 
and/or collision coverage and will notify the producer 
accordingly. There are two exceptions to the 
requirement that autos be visually inspected: 

a. For new autos (autos which have not been 
previously titled), verification from the auto manu-
facturer’s dealer from which the auto was pur-
chased is acceptable. 

b. For used autos, applicable only on the date of 
purchase, verification from the licensed used auto 
dealer from which the auto was purchased is 
acceptable. 

2. For private passenger nonfleet risks, the signed 
application (MAIPF-03) or request for addition of an 
auto or addition or deletion of collision coverage 
(MAIPF-36) must include the applicant’s or insured’s 
selection or rejection of collision coverage. If the “I 
reject collision coverage” box is not checked and there 
is no Vehicle Inspection form, the servicing carrier will 
issue the policy or endorsement without physical 
damage and notify the producer accordingly. 

J. MIDTERM CHANGES OR ADDITIONS 
MAIPF-36, Policy Change Request form, or company 
furnished form, should be used for any policy change. 
Additional changes in coverage or increases in limits of 
liability are to be effective the day noted on the request. In 
no event shall coverage be effective prior to the time and 
date the request is signed by the producer. 

The producer must forward to the servicing carrier, by the 
next working day, the change request. 

For additional autos, see subsection D.3. 

All changes requiring adjustments of premium shall be 
computed pro rata. 

If change to a policy results in a premium adjustment of less 
than $5, such adjustment may be waived, or may be made 
subject to a minimum of $5 except that the actual return 
premium of less than $5 shall be allowed at the request of 
the insured. 

If change to a prepaid noncancellable policy issued to 
comply with the registration requirements of Section 227a of 
the Michigan Vehicle Code results in a premium adjustment,

M. COMBINATION OF INTERESTS 
For commercial risks, more than one interest may be named 
on a policy and rated as a single risk if one interest owns 
more than 50% of another. All the interests that are 
combined must be named on the policy. 
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N. ENGINEERING INSPECTIONS—
HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE HAULERS 

On policies providing coverage for high hazard operations, 
a loss control inspection may be required. High hazard 
operations may include, but are not limited to, the following: 

1. Haulers of hazardous substances 
2. Truckers 
3. Public livery vehicles 
4. Any other risk at the discretion of the underwriter 

 
Failure to comply with scheduling or completion of a loss 
control inspection and/or failure to resolve critical loss 
control recommendations may result in policy limits being 
reduced to minimum statutory requirements and the 
cancellation of any state or federal filings upon renewal.  

The cost of this additional inspection will be directly 
reimbursed by the Facility to the all other servicing carrier at 
an agreed upon rate. 

 
O. CLAIMS REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS 
The company shall provide policyholders with information on 
how and where to report claims. 

 
P. SUSPENSION OF COVERAGE 
There is no provision under the rules of the Facility to 
suspend coverage. 

Q. RENEWAL NOTICES 
Not less than 30 days prior to the expiration of the policy 
period, the company must notify the applicant that it will 
renew the policy, if the initial premium or estimated premium 
for the coming policy is received at the servicing carrier, by 
the renewal date of the current policy. A copy of such notice 
will be sent to the producer. 

R. PRODUCER COMMISSION 
Each licensed producer authorized to transact auto 
insurance business in the state shall have access to 
placement of business through the Facility and is entitled to 
receive commissions. However, a producer whose license 
has been suspended or revoked is not entitled to receive 
commissions. 

The determination of whether a producer is entitled to 
receive a commission (i.e., the agent is authorized) is made 
at the time the entitlement to receive the commission 
occurs. A producer who is unauthorized at the time of the 
renewal or endorsement of a policy placed through the 
Facility may not be paid a commission. 

1. Commission will be paid to authorized producers as 
follows: 

a. For policies effective prior to July 1, 1993, producer 
commissions will be based on premiums written. 

b. For policies effective July 1, 1993, and subsequent, 
producer commissions will be based on premiums 
collected. 

2. New and Renewal Policies—Private Passenger 
Nonfleet 

a. Payment of producer’s commission is to be no less 
frequently than monthly and will be made within 30 
days after the close of the month in which the 

commission was credited to the producer’s ac-
count. 

b. In the event the monthly transactions result in a 
charge incurred against the producer because of 
returns exceeding current monthly commissions, 
the commission statement is considered a billing. 

The balance is payable to the insuring company by 
the producer within 15 days after receipt. 

The Facility may offset unearned commission owed 
by a producer to one servicing carrier against 
commissions earned by the producer on policies 
placed through the Facility with other servicing 
carriers. 

3. All Other Business 
a. The company must pay the commission within 30 

days after receiving the first installment or the full 
premium on new and renewal policies, or 

b. Commissions may be processed as in 2 above. 

4. Endorsement—Additional Premium 

a. Commissions may be paid by the companies at the 
time the endorsement is issued, or 

b. Commissions may be processed as in 2 above. 

5. Unearned Commission 

Unearned commission shall be returned to the company 
in all cases. 

 

S. DISHONORED PRODUCER CHECKS 
Producers who have submitted dishonored checks, issued 
by the agency or by a producer individually on one or more 
occasions during a one-year period to the Facility or a 
company, must submit future payments by certified check, 
bank check, money order, or applicant’s check. This shall 
not negate any rights of the Facility or servicing carrier to 
pursue action against a producer. 

T. PRODUCER OF RECORD CHANGES 
For commercial policies, producer of record changes will be 
effective only on the renewal date. If requests to change 
producers are received midterm, the servicing carrier will 
advise the insured and the new producer in writing. 

For private passenger policies, producer of record changes 
will be effective at the discretion of the servicing carrier, but 
no later than the renewal date. When requests to change 
producers are received, the servicing carrier will advise the 
insured and the current and new producers in writing. 

An insured may request a change of producer by submitting 
a written request to the servicing carrier. For commercial 
policies, the request must be signed by the named insured. 
If the insured is a corporation or a partnership, the letter 
must be signed by an officer or a partner. 

The letter must be received in the servicing carrier’s office 
prior to the renewal date. 

The servicing carrier will acknowledge receipt of the letter to 
the insured, new producer, and current producer. 

All transactions relating to the current policy period, 
including audits, will be handled by the current producer. 
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U. MANUALS 
The Facility does not stock or maintain Manual materials for 
distribution. Each company must make arrangements with 
AIPSO, 302 Central Avenue, Johnston, Rhode Island 
02919, to supply its own company personnel with the 
necessary Manual materials and reprint service. Reprint 
service includes the direct distribution of revised Manual 
pages and is the source of new model symbol pages. 

Producers may individually request their own supply of 
Manual materials and reprint service by contacting AIPSO at 
the address listed above. 

The Michigan Automobile Insurance Placement Facility 
Manual is now available in electronic format at 
www.maipf.org or www.aipso.com. The electronic, 
interactive MAIPF Manual (both current and archived) may 
be viewed and searched. The paper version of the Manual 
in Adobe Acrobat PDF file format may be downloaded. 

V. UNIFORM COVERAGE 
Private passenger autos, as defined in Section 7 of the Plan 
of Operation, shall be provided uniform coverage. 

The coverage must be equivalent to the Personal Auto 
Policy (Edition July, 2010), as contained in the General 
Instructions—Personal Auto Policy, with amendments and 
endorsements as approved from time to time by the 
Commissioner. 

The Personal Auto Policy is intended for individually owned 
autos and family insureds, which excludes private 
passenger autos owned by a corporation, partnership, or 
unincorporated association. 

Individuals who do not own an auto and/or require a 
financial responsibility filing shall be provided coverage 
equivalent to the Personal Auto Policy MAIPF 11 (Edition 
July, 2010). 

All other autos, as defined in Section 7 of the Plan of 
Operation, are not eligible for coverage under a Personal 
Auto Policy. 

Autos not eligible for the Personal Auto Policy shall be 
provided uniform coverage equivalent to the Commercial 
Auto Part Program (Edition March, 2006), with amendments 
and endorsements as approved from time to time by the 
Commissioner. 

Section 12 of the Plan of Operation requires companies to 
make available uniform coverage equivalent to that afforded 
by policy and endorsement forms approved from time to 
time by the Commissioner of Insurance. Forms currently 
available for use are listed below:

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F. Physical Damage Coverage 
May be written only in combination with mandatory 
coverages. 

1. Determine the appropriate model year factor from 
the Private Passenger Rate Section as follows 
(R–10): 

a. The model year of the auto is the year assigned 
by the auto manufacturer. 

b. Rebuilt or Structurally Altered Autos—The 
model year of the chassis determines the model 
year of the auto. 

Note: The value of autos 15 years of age and 
older must be verified by the submission of 
at least one up-to-date photograph. Fur-
thermore, the insured may be required to 
submit an up-to-date appraisal of the auto. 
The term “up-to-date” means not more than 
one year old. 

2. Determine the appropriate symbol factor from the 
Private Passenger Rate Section as follows (R–13): 

Refer to ISO’s Symbol and Identification (S&I) 
Manual to determine the rating symbol. 

3. If no rating symbol is shown in the S&I Manual, use 
the following procedure: 

a. If the S&I Manual displays a rating symbol for 
the prior model year version of the same auto, 
use that rating symbol. 

Refer to the Transition Rule in the S&I Manual 
for 2011 model year autos. 

b. If the S&I Manual does NOT display a rating 
symbol for the prior model year version of the 
same auto, assign a symbol based on the Origi-
nal Cost New of the auto, using the 
Price/Symbol Chart located in the reference 
pages of the S&I Manual. This chart is also 
available in the Private Passenger Rate Section 
(R–15 and R–16). 

c. If an auto is identified as a gray market auto and 
it does not have a DOT certification, the servic-
ing carrier will up-symbol the auto by two sym-
bols from a comparable certified model. 

4. Develop the premium as follows: 

a. Multiply the model year factor by the symbol 
factor determined above and round to two de-
cimal places. 

b. Determine the appropriate territorial base rate 
from the territorial base rates table (R–7). 

c. Multiply the territorial base rate determined in b 
above by the factor determined in a above. 

d. Determine the applicable class factor from the 
Class Factors table (R–8). 

e. Multiply the rate determined in c above by the 
appropriate class factor determined in d above. 

5. Deductible Insurance for Physical Damage Only 

a. The Comprehensive and Regular Collision rates 
displayed in the territorial base rates table (R–7) 

are on a $100 deductible basis whereas the Li-
mited Collision rates displayed are on a full cov-
erage basis. 

b. If different deductibles apply, multiply the rates 
determined in 4.e above by the deductible factor 
shown in the Physical Damage Deductibles ta-
ble (R–14) (deductible options are displayed in 
subsection C of the Availability, Policy Adminis-
tration, and Service Standards Chapter). 

c. For $100 Limited Collision, subtract the amount 
shown in the Physical Damage Deductibles ta-
ble (R–14) from the Full Limited Collision rate 
determined in 4.e above. 

Note: Broadened collision provides coverage for 
loss caused by collision but only for the 
amount of each such loss in excess of the 
deductible amount. No deductible applies 
providing the operator of the insured auto is 
less than 50% at fault in the accident, or 
the insured’s auto was not parked in such a 
way as to cause the resulting damage. 

Limited collision provides coverage for loss 
caused by collision but only for the amount 
of each such loss in excess of the deducti-
ble amount providing the operator of the in-
sured auto is less than 50% at fault in the 
accident or the insured’s auto was not 
parked in such a way as to cause the re-
sulting damage. 

6. Surcharges 

If surcharges for accidents and convictions apply, 
determine the surcharge using Rule 24 or Appendix 
2. 

Note: Surcharges do not apply to comprehensive 
coverage. 

G. Audio, Visual, Data Electronic, and Sound 
Reproducing Equipment 
Refer to Rule 27. 

 

Rule 22. NONFLEET CORPORATE AUTOS 
A. This Rule applies to nonfleet private passenger autos 

owned by a corporation, partnership, or unincorporated 
association and written on a commercial application 
(annual policies). 

B. Refer to the rating worksheets in the Private Passenger 
Rate Section (R–5 and R–6). 

C. For all coverages, rate as private passenger autos using 
Rule 21. 

D. For bodily injury, property damage, property protection 
insurance, personal injury protection, and physical 
damage coverages, multiply each premium developed 
above by 2.50 to develop the applicable premium. 

Note: The 2.50 factor contemplates the annual 
premium factor of 2 and the commercial rating 
factor of 1.25. Example: If the developed private 
passenger premium for a coverage is $60, the 
annual commercial premium for that coverage is 
$60 X 2.50 or $150, which is the same as the 
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previous premium development of $60 X 1.25 X 
2. 

E. If surcharges for accidents and convictions (Rule 24 or 
Appendix 2) apply or if uninsured motorist coverage is 
selected, multiply the amounts by 2.00. 

F. Refer to Appendix 1 for the appropriate MLPD (minitort), 
MCCA, MACF, ATPA, recoupment assessment, and 
financial responsibility filing charges. If applicable, add 
one-half of the financial responsibility charge to the bodily 
injury premium and the other half to the property damage 
premium.

B. The terms used in this Rule shall mean the following: 

1. “Age” means the age attained on the last birthday. 

2. “Operator” means anyone who operates the auto, 
including any resident operator. 

3. “Registered Owner” means any person who holds 
legal title to the auto. 

Note: Any registered owner not living in the same 
household as the operator will be consi-
dered an operator unless they can provide 
proof that they are insured elsewhere. 

4. “Resident operator” shall include any operator, 
whether licensed or not, who lives in the same 
household as the applicant and shall include an 
individual absent from the household while attending 
school less than 150 road miles from place of prin-
cipal garaging. 

However, resident operator does not include an 
individual absent from the household while in active 
military service, unless that individual customarily 
operates the auto; or an operator who is principally 
rated on an auto insured elsewhere. Proof of insur-
ance is required. 

5. “Nonresident operator” means any operator that is 
not a resident of the state. This would apply (but may 
not be limited to) members of the armed forces 
stationed out of the state, students, and migrant 
workers. If a nonresident operator does not provide a 
current Michigan address, the policy will be rated for 
the highest Michigan territory. 

6. “Principal operator” means any operator who 
operates the auto as much as, or more than, any 
other operator. 

7. “Adult operator” means any operator 25 years of age 
or older who operates the auto for pleasure or for 
transportation to or from work or school, and does 
not operate the auto for business use. Operators 
(including unemployed spouses) who are 60 years of 
age or older and do not indicate “retired” or “unem-
ployed” on the application will be classified as adult 
operator. 

8. “Youthful operator” means any operator under 25 
years of age. 

Note: If a youthful operator has more than one 
auto, apply the youthful operator class on 
the highest rated auto. Rate any additional 
auto(s) according to the use of the auto(s). 

9. “Student” means a driver under 25 years of age who 
is a full time resident student at a school over 150 
road miles from the place of principal garaging. A 
student shall not be considered an operator of the 
auto. 

10. “Business use” means that the use of the auto is 
required by or customarily involved in the duties of 
the applicant or any other person customarily operat-
ing the auto, in his or her occupation, profession, or 
business, other than in going to or from his or her 
principal place of occupation, profession, or busi-
ness. 

11. “Income” means payments for the principal 
operator’s personal services, and income from 
farming, trade, or business in the form of wages, 
salaries, tips, bonuses, fees, and commissions. 

12. “Dependent” means the spouse of the principal 
driver if residing in the same household, a child 
under the age of 18, and any other person depen-
dent on the principal driver. 

13. “Retired” means a person between and including the 
ages of 60 and 64 who is retired or unemployed 
whose auto is not driven to work or used in business. 

14. “Senior citizen” means a person 65 years of age or 
older who is unemployed, whose auto is not driven to 
work or used in business, and has no expectation of 
earned income. Operators (including unemployed 
spouses) who do not indicate “retired” or “unem-
ployed” on the application will be classified as adult 
operators. 

Rule 24. SURCHARGES 
A. Surcharges are applicable to autos defined and written 

under this Chapter, except antique autos and historical 
vehicles that are rated in accordance with Rule 31. 
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B. Apply surcharges on the basis of penalty points 
accumulated during the experience period to the Class 
1B premiums for the following coverages: 

1. Bodily Injury and Property Damage Liability— 
$20/40/10 limits 

2. Personal Injury Protection—$300 deductible 
coordinated medical and wage loss benefits, income 
less than $5,000, no dependents 

3. Property Protection Insurance—$1,000,000 

4. Physical Damage—$100 Deductible Regular 
Collision or Full Limited Collision—Current model 
year, Symbol 1. The current model year changes 
October 1, regardless of the actual date the models 
are introduced. Comprehensive coverage is NOT 
surcharged. 

C. Experience Period 
1. Convictions 

a. The experience period for two and four penalty 
point violations is the two-year period imme-
diately preceding the effective date of coverage. 

b. The experience period for five, six, and eight 
penalty point violations is the five-year period 
immediately preceding the effective date of cov-
erage. 

2. Accidents 

The experience period is the three-year period 
immediately preceding the effective date of cover-
age. 

D. Assign penalty points for 

1. each accident involving any operator or named 
insured; 

2. each conviction involving any operator or named 
insured. 

E. Application of Penalty Points 
1. Assign all penalty points for all operators on a 

cumulative basis. 

2. The penalty point values are displayed in Appendix 2. 
The dollar amount of surcharge for all classes is 
determined by applying the percentage amount of 
surcharge to the Class 1B rates. These dollar 
amounts are displayed in Appendix 2. 

3. Multiauto Risks 

a. If the operator with penalty points is the principal 
operator of one auto, assign all of the penalty 
points to that auto. 

b. If the operator with penalty points is an occa-
sional operator of an auto, assign all of the pe-
nalty points to the auto that he or she operates 
most frequently. 

c. If the driver principally operates two autos 
insured through the Facility, penalty point sur-
charges will apply to the highest rated auto with 
physical damage insurance. 

d. The Facility will surcharge any principal operator 
of any auto insured through the Facility unless 
otherwise shown that a surcharge has been 
paid. 

4. For an incident involving a conviction that results 
from an accident, assign only the penalty points for 
the accident or conviction, whichever produces the 
highest penalty point value. 

5. Once it has been established that an applicant has 
been convicted of an offense involving an auto, the 
date of the conviction is to be used for surcharge 
purposes. 

F. Assignment of Penalty Points for Accidents and 
Convictions 
1. Accidents 

a. Assign three penalty points for the first bodily 
injury or property damage accident. 

b. Assign four penalty points for the second and 
each subsequent bodily injury or property dam-
age accident. 

EXCEPTIONS: Penalty points shall not be as-
signed against the applicant 

(1) if the insured auto was lawfully parked; 

(2) if the insured auto was struck by a hit-and-
run driver; 

(3) if the driver of the insured auto was not 
substantially at fault in the accident. To be 
substantially at fault, the driver must be 
more than 50% responsible for the acci-
dent. 

2. Convictions 

A conviction for a traffic offense means the person 
has pleaded guilty, is judged guilty, forfeited a bail, or 
paid a fine for any moving violation. 

EXCEPTIONS: Convictions for the following shall 
not be regarded as moving traffic 
violations: 

a. Any violation of auto equipment, except brakes

Rule 25. EXTENDED NONOWNED AUTO 
COVERAGE—PERSONAL AUTO 
COVERAGE 

The Personal Auto Policy may be endorsed to provide 
extended nonowned auto coverage to an individual named in 
the policy, the spouse if a resident of the same household, or 
a resident relative who is furnished an auto for regular use. 

The extended nonowned auto coverage premiums are 
displayed in the Private Passenger Rate Section (R–8). 

Note: The basic difference between extended nonowned 
auto coverage and drive other car coverage (Rule 26) 
is whether the individual owns an auto. 

Extended nonowned coverage is for the individual 
who owns an auto and wants to extend liability 
coverage to an auto that is furnished for his or her 
regular use. 

Drive other car coverage (Rule 26) is for the individ-
ual who does not own an auto and wants coverage 
while driving autos owned by others. 

 

Rule 26. DRIVE OTHER CAR COVERAGE 
A. This coverage is intended for an individual who

financial responsibility filing. 

Mandatory coverages, uninsured motorists, and Michigan 
limited property liability (minitort) coverages are available. 

B. Premium Development

Rule 27. AUDIO, VISUAL, AND DATA

Rule 56. INDIVIDUAL AS THE NAMED 
INSURED 

To endorse a policy to cover an individually owned auto, 
attach CA 99 17 Individual As The Named Insured 
endorsement. 

Family drive other car coverage is provided at no additional 
charge only if the policy covers 

A. a private passenger auto not used for public 
transportation or rented to others without a driver; 

B. a pickup or van that is not customarily used in the 
business of the insured other than for farming or 
ranching. 

 

Rule 57. ADDITIONAL INSUREDS 
Additional insureds will be afforded coverage where there is 
a reasonable and identifiable insurable interest on the part 
of the additional insureds and where the request does not 
conflict with other MAIPF rules or procedures. 

The following endorsements are available: 

A. Additional Insured—Lessor (CA 20 01) 
1. This endorsement provides coverage for the owner 

of a leased or rented auto under the named in-

sured’s policy. The lease or rental agreement must 
include, in writing, the requirement for the named 
insured to provide primary insurance for the lessor. 
This coverage does not apply to rental equipment, 
i.e., rental of cooking equipment on a catering 
truck. 

2. Refer to Rule 122.A for rating. 

B. Employee As Lessor (CA 99 47) 
1. This endorsement provides coverage for described 

autos owned by employees of the named insured 
that are loaned, leased, or rented to the named 
insured. 

2. Refer to Rule 122.A for rating. 

C. Person(s) or Organization(s) Identified as 
“Insured(s)” (AP 90 24) 
1. This endorsement is used to identify a person or 

organization who already qualifies as an insured 
under the Who Is An Insured provision of the 
Business Auto Coverage Form (CA 00 01) and the 
Truckers Coverage Form (CA 00 12). 

2. There is no premium charge. 

D. Employees as Insureds (CA 99 33) 
1. This endorsement provides excess liability 

coverage for social service agency employees 
driving their own vehicles in the business of the 
insured. This endorsement is attached only if 
nonowned auto coverage is afforded. 

2. Refer to Rule 123.C for rating. 

E. Social Service Agencies—Volunteers as Insureds 
(CA 99 34) 
1. This endorsement provides excess liability 

coverage for volunteers who use their own vehicles 
in the business of a social service agency. This 
endorsement is attached only if nonowned auto 
coverage is afforded. 

2. Refer to Rule 123.B.4 for rating. 

 

Rule 58. EXPERIENCE RATING 
This Rule does not apply to private passenger nonfleet 
policies. 

In addition, personal injury protection (PIP) and property 
protection insurance (PPI) coverages are excluded from 
experience rating. 

A. Eligibility 
1. Only loss experience from Facility policies may be 

used to determine the experience modification. 

2. The term “risk” as used in this Rule means the 
exposures of any one insured that are to be rated. 
Allied or subsidiary interests shall not be included 
unless the insured holds a majority financial 
interest therein and the subsidiary is also insured 
through the Facility. 
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3. Experience rating is limited to risks that meet all of 
the following criteria: 

a. The risk is insured through the Facility for 
liability coverage at limits of $100,000 com-
bined single limit (CSL) or higher. 

b. The Facility policy 

(1) covers five or more autos or the equiva-
lent of such exposure for autos hired by 
the risk; or 

(2) has an annual manual premium of at 
least $3,500. 

c. The two most recent policies for the expe-
rience period described in paragraph B were 
written at liability limits of $100,000 combined 
single limit (CSL) or higher. 

d. The risk has at least 18 months experience 
prior to the policy effective date. 

4. Use the headquarters location of the risk for the 
application of experience rating for all nonowned 
auto liability exposures regardless of location. 

B. Experience Used 
The experience period is the three years ending at 

least six months prior to the rating date. In the event the 
experience for the full experience period is not 
available, use at least one completed policy year. 

Notes: 1. Only use Facility experience. 

2. Only include full policy years. 

3. Only include policy years where the limit 
of liability was at least $100,000 CSL.  

C. Determination of Experience Modification 
1. Premium 

Determine the premium to be included in the rating 
as follows: 

a. Determine the current annual Manual 
$100,000 CSL (bodily injury and property 
damage) liability premium for the risk. 

b. Multiply the premium determined in paragraph 
a above by the following detrend factors to de-
termine the premium for each policy of the ex-
perience period:

c. If the actual exposures of the risk have been 

subject to a dramatic change during or since 
the experience period due to known factors 
other than inflation, apply the following proce-
dure to determine the premium. 

(1) Determine the current annual Manual 
$100,000 CSL (bodily injury and property 
damage) liability premium for the actual 
historical exposures for each policy of the 
experience period. 

(2) Multiply the premiums determined in pa-
ragraph c.(1) above by the detrend fac-

tors in paragraph 1.b to determine the 
premium for each policy of the experience 
period. 

2. Losses 

Include the total of the following: 

a. Paid and outstanding losses (including allo-
cated claim expense) for each year in the ex-
perience period, with the indemnity amount li-
mited to $100,000 CSL, and with the amount 
of indemnity and allocated claim expense re-
sulting from any single occurrence limited by 
the maximum single loss (MSL) value speci-
fied in the Credibility and Maximum Single 
Loss Table, based on the detrended premium 
for the experience period. 

b. Adjustment to reflect ultimate level of losses 
for each year in the experience period, calcu-
lated by multiplying the detrended premium 
(P) for that year by the adjusted expected loss 
ratio (AELR) and by the appropriate loss de-
velopment factor (LDF), where: 

(1) P is the detrended premium for the par-
ticular type of coverage for each year in 
the experience period; 

(2) AELR is the adjusted expected loss ratio 
specified in the Credibility and Maximum 
Single Loss Table based on the de-
trended premium for the experience pe-
riod; 

(3) LDF is the appropriate loss development 
factor applicable to expected losses (de-
trended premium X AELR).

D. Special Provisions for Certain Risks 
1. Truckers—If the business of the insured involves 

transporting materials or commodities for another, 
the Truckers Rule also applies. 

2. Transporters of Liquid Products—A policy that 
covers an auto used for the bulk transportation of 
liquid products must exclude accidents resulting from 
the erroneous delivery of one liquid product for 
another, or the delivery of any liquid product into the 
wrong receptacle if the accident occurs after the 
operations have been completed. Attach CA 23 05 
Wrong Delivery of Liquid Products endorsement. 

3. Amusement Devices—A policy that covers an auto 
with an amusement device mounted on it must cover 
the operation of the amusement device. Develop the 
additional premium by multiplying the trucks, trac-
tors, and trailers bodily injury and property damage 
liability base premium by 1.60. The premium is for 
the period of coverage and not subject to any return. 

4. Rolling Stores—A policy that covers autos equipped 
as a rolling store must exclude product liability. 
Attach CA 23 04 Rolling Stores endorsement. 

5. Trailers or Semitrailers Used as Showrooms—
Multiply the trailer or semitrailer primary rating factor 
by 2.00. The policy must exclude product liability. 
Attach CA 23 04 Rolling Stores endorsement. 

6. Trucks, Trailers, and Semitrailers Used in Dumping 
Operations—Rate autos capable of dumping their 
loads, including ready-mix and mix-in-transit cement 
trucks at the used in dumping operations collision 
rates on the rate schedules. Use those rates regard-
less of the secondary classification used. The normal 
rating classification applies to hopper type transpor-
ters of dry commodities, which unload through the 
bottom by gravity. 

 

Rule 75. TRUCKERS 
A. Eligibility 

A trucker is a person, firm, or corporation in the business 
of transporting goods, materials, or commodities for 
another. Such a risk is still in the truckers classification 
even if it calls itself or advertises as a contractor, building 
contractor, building material dealer, sand and gravel 
hauler, or some other similar name. Autos used in moving 
operations are also truckers, even though they are not 
subject to the truckers secondary rating factors. 
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B. Premium Development—Bodily Injury and Property 
Damage Liability, Property Protection Insurance, and 
Personal Injury Protection Coverages 
1. Transporting Exclusively for One Concern 

For any person, firm, or corporation transporting 
property exclusively for one concern, classify and 
rate the autos as though the autos are owned by 
such concern. 

2. All Others 

For All Other Persons, Firms, or Corporations Trans-
porting Property for Others 

a. Classify and rate owned and long term leased 
(i.e., more than 30 days and exclusive lease) 
autos for bodily injury and property damage lia-
bility coverage on a specified auto basis. 

b. Classify and rate short term leased (i.e., 30 days 
or less or nonexclusive lease) autos for bodily 
injury and property damage liability coverage on 
a cost of hire basis as follows: 

(1) For autos not used in trucking operations, 
refer to Rule 122. Hired Autos. 

(2) Autos Used in Trucking Operations 

(a) Determine the radius of the risk’s op-
eration. 

(b) Calculate a specified auto premium for 
the highest rated auto or combined 
tractor-trailer unit for the highest rated 
territory or zone to which it operates 
(“operates to” means from the garage 
location to the unloading location). 

(c) Multiply the specified auto premium 
determined in (b) above by .0020. 

(d) Compute the advance premium by 
multiplying each $100 of the estimated 
total annual cost of hire by the cost of 
hire rate. 

(e) Unless there is a change in exposure 
during the policy period, the advance 
premium computed at the beginning of 
the policy term is the earned premium. 

(f) Compute the earned premium at the 
rates in force at the inception of the 
policy, in the same manner as was 
used to compute the advance pre-
mium. 

(g) The minimum premium shall be 
$104 for $20,000/40,000 bodily injury 
and $12 for $10,000 property damage 
liability coverage, provided coverage 
for the hired autos of the risk is af-
forded by the same company that is 
insuring the owned autos of the risk; 
otherwise the minimum premium shall 
be the applicable specified auto pre-
mium calculated in accordance with 
subparagraph B.2.b.(2)(b) above.  

3. If the following are applicable, refer to Appendix 1 for 
the premiums: 

a. Uninsured Motorists 

b. Michigan Catastrophic Claims Association 

c. Michigan Assigned Claims Facility 

d. Michigan Limited Property Damage (minitort) 

4. If the policy is extended to cover the owner of the 
auto as an additional insured, multiply the otherwise 
applicable bodily injury and property damage liability 
rate by 1.04. The 1.04 factor shall apply in all in-
stances except with respect to the original leasing 
corporation. 

C. Definition of Cost of Hire 
1. Cost of hire means 

a. the total dollar amount of costs incurred for the 
hire of autos (including trailers and semitrailers) 
and if not included therein; 

b. the total remuneration of all operators’ and 
drivers’ helpers of hired autos whether hired 
with a driver or lessor or an employee of the 
lessee, or any other third party; 

c. the total dollar amount of any other costs (i.e., 
repair, maintenance, fuel, etc.) directly asso-
ciated with operating the hired autos whether 
such costs are absorbed by the insured, paid to 
the lessor or owner, or paid to others. 

Note: The following expenses may also be 
considered in determining cost of hire: 

(i) Purchase transportation 

(ii) Leasing expenses 

(iii) Equipment rental 

(iv) Commissions to owner/operators 

2. Cost of hire does not include the total dollar amount 
of costs incurred by the insured for hire or lease of 
autos specifically described in the policy as owned 
autos for which the premium has been established 
on a specified auto basis. 

3. Cost of hire expenses are subject to a minimum 
amount computed pro rata per annum per power unit 
for the number of days the vehicle or vehicles are 
hired. The minimum amount is as follows: 

a. Long Distance (as defined in Rule 74) Tractors 
or Tractor/Trailer Rigs—$60,000. 

b. All Other Vehicles—A fair market value which 
encompasses the definition of cost of hire as 
detailed above. If the insured can demonstrate 
that a reasonable amount has been paid, the 
servicing carrier shall accept that amount as the 
fair market value, if the amount is supported by 
receipts or other appropriate documentation of 
costs which are reasonable and customary for 
the class of vehicle hired.

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Rule 121. PREMIUM DEVELOPMENT 
The bodily injury and property damage liability premiums for 
commercial nonowned auto exposures shall be determined 
according to the rating instructions from the applicable rule in 
this Chapter. 

Rule 122. HIRED AUTOS 
This Rule applies to risks other than truckers hiring autos for 
use in their trucking operations. 

For truckers, refer to the Truckers Rule. 

A. Primary Coverage—Premium Determination 
1. If the insured is providing the primary insurance

The 
1.04 factor shall apply in all instances ex-
cept with respect to the original leasing 
corporation. 

(3) Attach the CA 20 01 Lessor—Additional In-
sured And Loss Payee or CA 99 47 Em-
ployee As Lessor endorsement. 

b. less than six months, rate as follows: 

(1) Public Autos 

Determine the applicable cost of hire rates 
per $100 cost of hire as follows: 

(a) Taxicabs and Limousines. Charge 
0.86% of the specified auto rates for 
the highest rated taxicab or limousine 
determined in accordance with the ap-
plicable Manual rule. 

(b) School and Church Buses. Charge the 
Private Passenger Hired Auto rates 
shown on the base rate table (CR-6). 

(c) All Other Buses. Charge 0.034% of the 
specified auto rate for the highest 
rated bus determined in accordance 
with the applicable Manual rule. 

(2) Other than Public Autos 

(a) Separately estimate the cost of hire for 
those autos for which the insured is 
providing the primary insurance. 

(b) Multiply the Hired Auto rate displayed 
on the base rate table (CR-6) by 6.00. 

(c) Multiply the rate determined in para-
graph (b) above times each $100 cost 
of hire. 

(3) All Autos 

Cost of hire means 

(a) the total dollar amount of costs in-
curred for the hire of autos (including 

trailers and semitrailers) and if not in-
cluded therein; 

(b) the total remuneration of all operators’ 
and drivers’ helpers of hired autos 
whether hired with a driver or lessor or 
an employee of the lessee, or any oth-
er third party; and 

(c) the total dollar amount of any other 
costs (i.e., repair, maintenance, fuel, 
etc.) directly associated with operating 
the hired autos whether such costs are 
absorbed by the insured, paid to the 
lessor or owner, or paid to others. 

Cost of hire does not include the total dollar 
amount of costs incurred by the insured for 
hire or lease of autos specifically described 
in the policy as owned autos for which the 
premium has been established on a speci-
fied auto basis. 

Note: The following expenses may also be 
considered in determining cost of hire: 

(i) Purchase transportation 

(ii) Leasing expenses 

(iii) Equipment rental 

(iv) Commissions to owner/operators 

2. If the owner of the auto is providing the primary 
insurance and the insured is providing the excess 
insurance, rate according to paragraph B. 

B. Excess Coverage—Premium Determination 
1. Estimate the total cost for the hire of autos. Do not 

include charges for services performed by motor 
carriers subject to the insurance requirement of any 
public authority regulating motor carriers. 

2. To compute the advance premium, multiply the 
Michigan Hired Auto rate on the base rate table   
(CR-6) times each $100 cost of hire in each state. 
Add the total cost of hire premium for all states. 

3. Unless there is substantial change in exposure 
during the policy period, the advance premium is the 
earned premium. 

4. The minimum premium shall be $54 for bodily 
injury, $20,000/40,000 limits and $7 for property 
damage, $10,000 limit.  

Rule 123. NONOWNED AUTO LIABILITY 
COVERAGE 

A. Intensified Retail Delivery Business Operations 
Including Fast Food Delivery Services 
Premium Development—Bodily Injury and Property 
Damage 

1. Determine the average number of employees 
working per day based on eight hours of man-hours 
per day equaling one employee. Include all part-time 
and full-time employees that operate their autos in 
the insured’s delivery business. Part-time employees 
are counted as ½ an employee.
